SEASON SUMMARY

Welcome everyone to the 2010-11 Presentation!

The recently completed season was a hugely successful one for the Junior Redbacks, with fantastic
performances from all of our teams as well as individual players.

In terms of on-field performances, Gosford had a memorable season. Of our seven competition teams, five
featured in the semi-finals, two of whom finished as minor premiers (the Under 11A’s and Under 13A’s).
This culminated in two of our teams winning their respective competitions, those being the Under 11A’s
and the Under 13B’s. The Under 11A’s finished the season as convincing minor premiers and carried their
terrific form through to a win in the grand final over Doyalson. In contrast, the Under 13B’s had to win
their final round just to make it into the semi’s, where they snuck into third place. They then played Woy
Woy in the grand final and, after being 4 for 8, recovered to win a nail biter by only a handful of runs and
in doing so, successfully defended their premiership from last year.

Our remaining teams all competed well in their respective age groups and recorded many victories
throughout the summer, whilst we also fielded a competitive team in the Under 9 “Super 8's” competition
at Central Coast Grammar School. Our In2cricket programme also continued to attract good numbers,
with 49 kids turning up this season.
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Individually, our players performed exceptionally well, with many of our kids either winning or figuring
high up in the district statistics (these are highlighted later in the bulletin). We also saw 14 Redbacks
chosen for representative teams and we congratulate each of those players for this achievement. We hope
to see even more of our players make the step up to representative cricket next season.

Our club also had a successful season off the field, with the committee working hard to provide our teams
with the support they needed to perform week in, week out. To this end and on behalf of the coaches,
players and parents, | would like to thank our chairman, Chris Shelley and all of the committee for the
time and effort they have put in to make this club run as smoothly as it has and leaving it in even better
shape at the end of the season than at the beginning, which is a great achievement.

In particular, | would like to pass on a special congratulations to Chris, who is standing down from the
committee and coaching after many years of service. Whilst | can’t remember the exact number of years
(no-one can, as he’s been here longer than any of us!), Chris has served our junior club tirelessly for at
least 10 years as either coach, In2 Cricket co-ordinator, committee member and most recently as
chairman.

UNDER 11A’s

At the outset of the season, | knew we had a good team assembled in the 11A’s and was confident we
would be well in the running to win the competition if we played to our ability. However, | didn't’ t tell the
kids that - rather, | simply asked them to train and play their best each week, enjoy themselves and play
together as a team and if they did these things, the results would take care of themselves.

To my immense pleasure and pride, that’s exactly what happened throughout the regular season, where
consistent batting and some great bowling and fielding (the real strengths of this team) saw us finish on
top of the table with 7 wins and only one loss, which was in the final round against Terrigal. This loss was
ultimately the tonic we needed going into the semi’s, where an excellent performance saw us avenge our
defeat against Terrigal, with solid batting — particularly by our openers Michael and Jeremy, as well as Joel
“Chief” and Kyle at the end — getting us to 129. The bowling and fielding was then exceptional, as we
knocked Terrigal over for 46 in just over 25 overs, with Joel Ryan, Tm Scarr and Saige Jacobs each bagging
two wickets each.

We then faced Doyalson in the grand final, where we were sent in during the rain on a wet pitch and
heavy outfield. Despite this, our batting was very sensible, with the boys accumulating 110 runs which we
knew was a competitive score given the conditions, subject to us defending it well. In probably the best
all-round bowling and fielding performance of the season and one which was many years above their age,
we only gave away 3 wides and 4 no balls in 44 overs. Our frugal bowling was capped off by great
catching and ground fielding by all the boys, the highlight of which was a direct hit run-out from gully to
the non-strikers end by Ben Campbell to dismiss their main scorer to bring victory within grasp. The
premiership was then secured when Lleyton Parker rattled the stumps to see Doyalson bowled out for 50.

This was a great and just reward for a very good team, who played together as a champion team all
season as opposed to a team of champions. This was demonstrated by the fact we had no winners of the
individual bating, bowling or fielding awards for the association, despite us winning the minor
premiership so convincingly. This aspect is a real credit to the boys and brings particular pleasure to me
as coach, as team work is the real cornerstone of a team game.

Michael Anderson — made the trip over from Narara this year and was a real asset, with his wily left arm
in-swingers and attacking batting, which contributed to a number of fine opening stands, particularly
later in the season.

Tim Scarr —a real instinct player who batted with bravado all season and topped the run scoring list as a
result. Tim’'s fast and accurate bowling also took him to the top of the wicket takers and saw him
rewarded with selection (albeit belatedly) in the Presidents Cup team.

Joel Ryan - one of our two mighty Under 10’s playing up a grade, “Chief” showed tremendous maturity in
all aspects of his cricket this year. His deadly accurate inswingers strangled teams and saw him take a
number of crucial wickets in the finals, whilst his batting improved every game. His run-out in the semi-
final against Terrigal was also crucial and capped off a great season. Well done Chief.

Lleyton Parker — possibly the biggest improver in the team, Lleyton’s batting and bowling came along in
leaps and bounds this season. With the bat, Lleyton was involved in some crucial partnerships and
improved his technique in every game, whilst his sneaky little inswingers resulted in 8 wickets, including
best figures of 4/14. Lleyton also took some great catches and was always in the game.

Nick Hughes —Nick is a natural talent, who showed us glimpses of his potential with both the bat and ball
at various times throughout the season. He is a lovely bowler who, when he gets his run-up and action
right, is deadly accurate and regularly rattles the stumps of the opposition. He also has lovely technique
when at the batting crease and has a deadly pull shot and should develop into a fine all rounder next
season.

Saige Jacobs - the only member of our team never to have played before, Saige is a natural cricketer,
particularly with the ball in his hand. He took a number of good catches and has a fantastic throwing arm,
highlighted by a number of run-outs throughout the season. Saige also took a number of crucial wickets
with his in-swing bowling, which improved dramatically with each game.
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Patrick Rosee —Pat is the thinker of the team and, as co-captain, always kept an eye on the game. Pat also
contributed well with the bat on a number of occasions and worked hard to improve his technique, whilst
his tight bowling was always a threat to the opposition and a real asset to the team. Thank you Pat.

Under 11B’s — Semi-Finalists in 2010-2011
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UNDER 12B’s

Season 2010-11 was our most successful season so far, making our second consecutive semi final. This
was made even more enjoyable by the fact we had three new players, two of which had not played cricket
before. Our team seemed to be more suited to this longer form of the game that we now are playing.

As a team we recorded many highlights. These highlights included a record partnership of 130 and a
highest team score of 5 for 205. There were also many inspired spells of bowling. Such great bowling
figures as: 4 for 2; 3for 9; 3 for 4; and 4 for 4.

All players improved this season, and every player recorded personal bests. As a coach who is trying to
give every player a chance to perform, it was particularly pleasing to see that every player took at least
two wickets this season.

PLAYER PROFILES:

Hamish Austin — has shown some real improvements with his batting this season. Hamish scored 122
runs, with a highest score of 35 at an average of 20.33. Hamish bowled with good pace this year and took
7 wickets for 71 runs, with the best figures of 4 for 4 against Warnervale. Hamish also took 2 catches.

Sean Barnett © - is a powerful batsman, who scored 125 runs, including thirteen 4s and two 6s with a
highest score of 46 at an average of 15.63. With the ball Sean took 12 wickets for 68 runs at a very
economical rate of 5.67, with his best figures of 3 for 9. Sean also took 3 catches. Sean has learnt a lot by
captaining and in his batting this season and now realises the patience needed in regard to both.

Nicholas Chapman - joined us in round 2 this season after playing one game in the Under 13's. Nicholas
scored 89 runs with a highest score of 31, at an average 12.7. With the ball he has learnt the benefits
bowling full and straight, earning him 4 wickets at an average 18.5. Nicholas was also one of our backup
wicket keepers taking 3 catches.

Dane Crocker - is a competitive cricketer who made an excellent vice captain this season. Dane scored
109 runs with a highest score of 46 at an average of 12.1. He also took 8 wickets, with his best figures of 4
for 2 at an average 9.1. Dane is an excellent fielder, taking 7 catches and 1 run out.

Marcus Dickson - is a keen cricketer who never stopped trying. Marcus took 2 wickets and bowled with
a considerable amount of improvement with regard to ball control. This was highlighted in the semi final
where Marcus bowled 4 overs, achieving 1 for 13.

Nicholas Kirby - is a talented wicket keeper and batsman who scored 141 runs, which is amazingly more
than double what he scored last season. His highest score was 50 not out with an average 20.1. Nicholas
also took 5 wickets, with his best figures of 3 for 4. Nicholas was our number one keeper throughout the
season, taking 3 catches and 3 run outs.

Harrison Kouwenhoven — has shown himself to be a very keen cricketer who became far more
consistent this season. Harrison scored 54 runs with a highest score of 23, with an average of 13.5.
Harrison bowls with good pace and has learnt the benefits of bowling full and straight. He took 8 wickets,
with his best figures of 2 for 6 at an average of 9.3.

Rhys Mathieson - is a new member of our team who has never played cricket before, yet has a deep love
of the game. At the start of the season Rhys had trouble hitting the pitch, yet by the end of the season he
had taken 4 wickets, with his best figures of 2 for 12. Rhys’ improvement can be highlighted by his
performance in the semi final where he bowled 4 overs, 1 maiden, 2 for 12.

Mathew Sharpe — was in his very first season of cricket. Mathew started out very tentatively, but through
determination, and a lot of extra net sessions, he improved considerably. Mathew bowled 24 overs and
took 2 wickets, with his best figures of 1 for 3 off 2 overs.

MacCartney Walsh —is a talented cricketer who played the first seven games only. MacCartney scored 53
at an average of 13.3 and bowled 23 overs, 2 maidens, 5 wickets for 56 runs, with his best figures of 1 for
4,
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Ben Walton - is a keen cricketer who has improved in all areas of the game. His batting has improved out
of sight, scoring 119 runs, with a highest score 52, at an average of 19.8. Ben has shared our humber 2
keeper position and managed to take 3 catches as keeper and 3 as a fielder. With the ball, Ben’s spinners
rewarded him with 5 wickets with his best figures of 2 for 4.

Thomas Waterhouse - is a keen competitor who has improved his batting considerably this season. He
has become more consistent with his performances and has learnt how to score on both sides of the
wicket. Tom scored 145 runs this season with a highest score of 36. With the ball Tom took 2 wickets,
with his best figures of 1 for 1. Tom is also a handy fielder taking 4 catches and 1 run out.
